• Milk Collection Record Requirements 82.10(10)
Records shall be legibly signed or initialed by the BMWS and shall include all of 
the following: 
(a) The milk producer's dairy plant identification number. 

(b) The bulk milk weigher and sampler's license number and license expiration date. 

(c) The date and time when the milk was sampled and collected. 

(d) The temperature of the milk when collected, as determined by the bulk milk weigher and 
sampler.

(e) The weight or volume of milk collected, as determined by the bulk milk weigher and sampler.
