
September 22, 2022 Board Meeting 

• September Crop Production Report 
o In WI, corn is expected to yield 183 bushels per acre, down 2 bushels 

per acre from last month and up 3 bushels from 2021.  Production is 
forecast at 540 million bushels.   
 US corn production is forecasted at 13.9 billion bushels, down 

8% from last year.  Based on conditions as of September 1, 
yields are expected to average 172.5 bushels per acre, down 
4.5 bushels from 2021.   

o Soybean production in WI is expected to reach 113 million bushels.    
Soybean yield is forecasted at 53.0 bushels per acre, down 2 bushels 
from last year.  
 US soybean yield is expected to average 50.5 bushels per acre 

down 0.9 bushels from last year.   Production is forecasted at a 
record 4.38 billion bushels.  

o Next Crop Production Report will be released on October 12th.    
 

• Milk Production 
o In July, WI milk production totaled 2.72 billion pounds.  This was 

down slightly from the previous July. 
o Milk production in the 24 major states totaled 18.3 billion pounds.  

This is .3% more than the previous year.    
o As of September 1, WI had 6,275 milk cow herds.  This is down 425 

herds from September 2021.  
 

• Wisconsin Farm Production Expenditures 
o Wisconsin farm production expenditures totaled $11.6 billion in 

2021.  This was an increase of 7.6% from the 2020 total expenditures. 
o Feed represented the largest single production expense in Wisconsin 

and accounted for 19% of the total. 
o The second largest expense category was farm services and 

accounted for 14% of the total. 



 
• July Prices Received 

o Milk price for July was $24.30 per cwt.  This was $6.40 a cwt higher 
than July 2021.  The US price for July was $25.70.   

o Corn $6.75 per bushel up 71 cents from July 2021. 
o Soybeans $15.20 per bushel up $1.00 from the previous July. 
o Alfalfa hay $144 per ton down $28.00 per ton from last July.  

 
• Land Values and Cash Rent 

o In 2022, the value of all land and buildings on farms in Wisconsin 
averaged $5,700 per acre.  This is up $510 per acre and is 10% above 
last year’s level. 

o Wisconsin cropland value in 2022 was $6,000 per acre; up $720 from 
a year ago. 

o Cropland cash rent paid to Wisconsin landlords in 2021 averaged 
$138.00 per acre; down $8 from 2020. 
 

• Honey Bee Colonies 
o Honey bee colonies for operations with 5 or more colonies in 

Wisconsin as of January 1, 2022 totaled 39,000 colonies.  This was 
down 7% from the number of colonies on January 1 last year. 

o Varro mites were the number one stressor for operations with 5 or 
more colonies in all of 2021.  The July - September 2021 quarter 
showed the highest percentage affected by varroa mites at 56.0%   
 

• Mink Production 
o Wisconsin continues to be the leader in the U.S. for mink pelt 

production and females bred.   
o The State’s pelt production in 2021totaled 579,460 pelts.  

Wisconsin’s production was up 37% from the previous year and 
accounted for 40% of the nation’s total pelt production.  
 



• Chicken and Eggs 
o Wisconsin egg production during July 2022 was 145 million eggs, 

down 20% from last year. 
o The average number of all layers on hand during July 2022 was 5.50 

million, down 22% from 2021, 
 

• Crop Progress as of September 11, 2022 
o Topsoil moisture ratings for this past week were 1% very short, 11% 

short, 80% adequate, and 8% surplus.   
o Corn condition ratings as of September 11 were 78% good to 

excellent.  
o Soybean condition ratings as of September 11 were 77% good to 

excellent.  
o Corn in the dent stage was at 63% which was the same as the five- 

year average.  Ten percent of the corn was mature. 
o Soybeans leaves turning color was at 44% which was 2 days behind 

the five-year average.

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Prices Received by Farmers 

The average price received by farmers for corn during July 
2022 in Wisconsin was $6.75 per bushel. This was 30 cents 
below the June price but 71 cents above July 2021. 

The July 2022 average price received by farmers for soybeans, 
at $15.20 per bushel, was 90 cents below the June price but 
$1.00 above the July 2021 price.  

The July average oat price per bushel, at $5.06, was 25 cents 
below June but $1.91 above July 2021. 

All hay prices in Wisconsin averaged $132.00 per ton in July. 
This was $12.00 below the June price and $22.00 below the 
July 2021 price.  The July 2022 alfalfa hay price, at $144.00, 
was $6.00 below the previous month and $28.00 below July 
2021. The average price received for other hay during July 
was $104.00 per ton. This was $7.00 below the June price and 
$4.00 below July last year.

The Wisconsin all milk price for July 2022 was $24.30 per hun-
dredweight (cwt). This was $1.90 lower than last month’s 
price, but and $6.40 higher than last July’s price.  

The U.S. all milk price for July was $25.70 per cwt, $1.40 high-
er than Wisconsin’s price but $1.20 lower than last month’s 
U.S. price. All the 24 major milk producing states had a lower 
price when compared with June.  Iowa had the largest price 
decrease, down $2.30 to $23.60 per cwt.

Crop Production 

Wisconsin 

Wisconsin corn production is forecast at 540 million bushels, 
down 1 percent from the previous year. Based on conditions as 
of September 1, yields are expected to average 183.0 bushels per 
acre, down 2.0 bushels from the August 1 forecast but up 
3.0 bushels from last year. Corn planted acreage is estimated at 
3.95 million acres. An estimated 2.95 million of the acres planted 
will be harvested for grain, down 50,000 acres from the previous 
forecast. Acreage updates were made based on a thorough re-
view of all available data. 

Soybean production is forecast at 113 million bushels, down 
1 percent from 2021. The yield is forecast at 53.0 bushels per 
acre, 1.0 bushel higher than the August forecast but 2.0 bushels 
lower than 2021. Soybean planted acreage is estimated at 
2.16 million acres. An estimated 2.13 million of the acres planted 
will be harvested, down 90,000 acres from the previous forecast. 
Acreage updates were made based on a thorough review of all 
available data. 

The forecasts in this report are based on September 1 conditions 
and do not reflect weather effects since that time.  The next crop 
production forecasts, based on conditions as of October 1, will be 
released on October 12. 

United States 

Corn production for grain is forecast at 13.9 billion bushels, down 
3 percent from the previous forecast and down 8 percent from 
2021. Based on conditions as of September 1, yields are expected 
to average 172.5 bushels per harvested acre, down 2.9 bushels 
from the previous forecast and down 4.5 bushels from last year. 
Acreage updates were made in several States based on a thor-
ough review of all available data. Total planted area, at 88.6 mil-
lion acres, is down 1 percent from the previous estimate and 
down 5 percent from the previous year. Area harvested for grain 
is forecast at 80.8 million acres, down 1 percent from the previ-
ous forecast and down 5 percent from the previous year. 

Soybean production for beans is forecast at 4.38 billion bushels, 
down 3 percent from the previous forecast and down 1 percent 
from 2021. Based on conditions as of September 1, yields are 
expected to average 50.5 bushels per acre, down 1.4 bushels 
from the previous forecast and down 0.9 bushel from 2021. Total 
planted area, at 87.5 million acres, is down 1 percent from the 
previous estimate but up less than 1 percent from the previous 
year. Area harvested for beans in the United States is forecast at 
86.6 million acres, down 1 percent from the previous forecast but 
up less than 1 percent from 2021. Acreage updates were made in 

several States based on a thorough review of all available data.

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Milk Production 

Milk production in Wisconsin during July 2022 totaled 
2.72 billion pounds, down slightly from the previous July. The 
average number of milk cows during July, at 1.27 million 
head, was unchanged from last month but down 6,000 from 
July 2021.  Monthly production per cow averaged 2,140 
pounds, up 5 pounds from last July. 

Milk production in the 24 major States during July totaled 
18.3 billion pounds, remaining steady from July 2020. Produc-
tion per cow in the 24 major States averaged 2,055 pounds 
for July, 21 pounds above July 2021. The number of milk cows 
on farms in the 24 major States was 8.92 million head, 66,000 
head fewer than July 2021, and 9,000 head less than June 
2022. 

Milk production in the United States during July totaled 19.1 
billion pounds, up 0.2 percent from July 2021. Production per 
cow in the United States averaged 2,033 pounds for July, 19 
pounds above July 2021. The number of milk cows on farms 
in the United States was 9.42 million head, 67,000 head less 
than July 2021, but 1,000 head more than June 2022.

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Wisconsin Ag News – Crop Progress & Condition  
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Wisconsin had 5.4 days suitable for fieldwork for the week ending September 11, 2022, according to the 

USDA’s National Agricultural Statistics Service. Warm, sunny days early in the week allowed farmers to make 

progress on seeding fall crops and cutting hay. Much needed rain fell on south-eastern Wisconsin over the 

weekend, easing the dry soil conditions there. 

 

Topsoil moisture condition rated 1 percent very short, 11 percent short, 80 percent adequate and 8 percent 

surplus.  Subsoil moisture condition rated 2 percent very short, 19 percent short, 75 percent adequate and 4 

percent surplus. 

 

Corn in the dough stage or beyond was 92 percent, 3 days behind last year but 5 days ahead of the 5-year average. 

Sixty-three percent of corn had reached the dent state, 7 days behind last year but even with the average. Ten 

percent of corn was mature, 3 days behind both last year and the average. Corn condition was 78 percent good to 

excellent statewide, even with last week. Corn for silage harvest was at 8 percent, 7 days behind both last year 

and the average. 

 

Soybeans coloring was 44 percent, 5 days behind last year and 2 days behind the average. Soybean condition was 

77 percent good to excellent, down 1 percentage point from last week.  

 

Oats harvested for grain was at 94 percent, 4 days behind last year but 2 days ahead of the average.  

 

Potatoes harvested was at 36 percent, 3 days behind last year and 1 day behind the average. Potato condition was 

94 percent good to excellent, down 2 percentage points from last week. 

 

Winter wheat planted was at 8 percent, 9 days behind last year and 8 days behind the average.  

 

The fourth cutting of alfalfa was reported at 70 percent complete, 2 days ahead of last year and 8 days ahead of 

the average. 

 

Pasture condition was rated 69 percent good to excellent, down 2 percentage points from last week.
