• Milk Production 
o In November, WI milk production totaled 2.58 billion pounds.  This 

was up 1 percent from the previous November. 
o Milk production in the 24 major states totaled 17.5 billion pounds.  

This is up 1.4 percent from the previous year.    
o As of January 1, 2023, WI had 6,116 milk cow herds.  This is down 

417 herds from January 2022. 
• November Prices Received 

o Milk price for November was $23.60 per cwt.  This was $3.00 higher 
than last November’s price.  The U.S. price for November was $25.60.   

o The November price for corn was $6.08 per bushel.  This was $1.02 
above last November. 

o The November price for soybeans was $14.00 per bushel.  This was 
$1.90 above November 2021. 

o The November price for alfalfa hay was $183 per ton up $14 per ton 
from last November.  

• December Hog Survey 
o On December 1, there were 345,000 hogs and pigs in Wisconsin.  This 

was down 5 percent from last December.  The total inventory in the 
United States was down 2 percent from December 2021. 

o Wisconsin’s breeding herd accounted for 51,000 head of the total 
inventory. 

o 92,000 sows farrowed during December 2021 – November 2022.  The 
average pigs saved per litter was 11.50 in Wisconsin. 

 

 

 

 

 

 



• Chickens & Eggs 
o Wisconsin egg production during November 2022 was 144 million 

eggs, down 20 percent from last year. 
o The average number of all layers on hand during November 2022 was 

5.70 million, down 22 percent from last year. 
• Other noteworthy items: 

o 2022 county estimates for corn and soybeans will be released on 
February 24.  This data is used in calculating payments farmers will 
receive in crop insurance. 

o Farmers across the country are busy completing their 2022 Census of 
Agriculture forms.  The forms are due by February 6, 2023.  As of 
December 31, 2022, 17 percent of Wisconsin farmer’s have returned 
their census forms.  The national average is 15 percent. 
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Prices Received by Farmers 

The average price received by farmers for corn during Novem-
ber 2022 in Wisconsin was $6.08 per bushel. This was 9 cents 
above the October price and $1.02 above November 2021. 

The November 2022 average price received by farmers for 
soybeans, at $14.00 per bushel, was 80 cents above the Octo-
ber price and $1.90 above the November 2021 price.  

The November average oat price per bushel, at $4.61, was 
14 cents above October and 36 cents above November 2021. 

All hay prices in Wisconsin averaged $169.00 per ton in No-
vember. This was $20.00 above the October price but $2.00 
below the November 2021 price.  The November 2022 alfalfa 
hay price, at $183.00, was $14.00 above the previous month 
and $2.00 above November 2021. The average price received 
for other hay during November was $116.00 per ton. This was 
$11.00 above the October price but $3.00 below November 

Milk Prices 

The Wisconsin all milk price for November 2022 was $23.60 
per hundredweight (cwt). This was 80 cents below last 
month's price but $3.00 above last November's price.  

The U.S. all milk price for November was $25.60 per cwt, 
$2.00 higher than Wisconsin's price but 30 cents lower than 
last month's U.S. price.

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Hogs & Pigs 

On December 1, 2022, there were 345,000 hogs and pigs on 
Wisconsin farms. The December 1 inventory was down 
5 percent from last December's 365,000 head. Breeding hogs 
accounted for 51,000 head of the total inventory, while mar-
ket hogs totaled 294,000 head.  

The annual pig crop was 1.06 million head, down slightly 
from last year, resulting from 92,000 sows farrowed during 
the December 2021-November 2022 period.  The average 
pigs saved per litter was 11.50 for the year, up 1 percent 
from last year.  

United States inventory of all hogs and pigs on December 1, 
2022, was 73.1 million head. This was down 2 percent from 
December 1, 2021, and down 1 percent from September 1, 
2022. Breeding inventory, at 6.15 million head, was up slight-
ly from last year, and up slightly from the previous quarter. 
Market hog inventory, at 67.0 million head, was down 2 per-
cent from last year, and down 1 percent from last quarter.  

The September-November 2022 pig crop, at 33.7 million 
head, was down 1 percent from 2021. Sows farrowing during 
this period totaled 3.00 million head, down 1 percent from 
2021. The sows farrowed during this quarter represented 49 
percent of the breeding herd. The average pigs saved per 
litter was 11.22 for the September-November period, com-
pared to 11.19 last year.

United States hog producers intend to have 2.95 million 
sows farrow during the December 2022-February 2023 
quarter, up 1 percent from the actual farrowings during the 
same period one year earlier, and up 1 percent from the 
same period two years earlier. Intended farrowings for 
March-May 2023, at 2.98 million sows, are up slightly from 
the same period one year earlier, but down 2 percent from 
the same period two years earlier.   

The total number of hogs under contract owned by opera-
tions with over 5,000 head, but raised by contractees, ac-
counted for 48 percent of the total United States hog inven-
tory, up 1 percent from the previous year.  

 

Revisions 

All inventory and pig crop estimates for December 2020 
through September 2022 were reviewed using final pig crop, 
official slaughter, death loss, and updated import and export 
data. The revision made to the September 2022 all hogs and 
pigs inventory was 0.2 percent. A revision of 0.2 percent was 
made to the June-August 2022 pig crop. The net revision 
made to the June 2022 all hogs and pigs inventory was 0.3 
percent. A net revision of 0.8 percent was made to the 
March-May 2022 pig crop. 
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Chickens & Eggs 

Wisconsin egg production during November 2022 was 144 million eggs, down 3 percent from last month and down 20 percent 
from last year. The average number of all layers on hand during November 2022 was 5.70 million, up slightly from last month 
but down 22 percent from the same month last year. Eggs per 100 layers for November were 2,519, down 3 percent from last 
month but up 2 percent from last November. 

Total layers in the United States on December 1, 2022, totaled 374 million, down 5 percent from last year. The 374 million lay-
ers consisted of 308 million layers producing table or market type eggs, 62.0 million layers producing broiler-type hatching 
eggs, and 3.74 million layers producing egg-type hatching eggs. Rate of lay per day on December 1, 2022, averaged 79.0 eggs 
per 100 layers, down 1 percent from December 1, 2021. 

Egg-type chicks hatched during November 2022 totaled 46.5 million, up 2 percent from November 2021. Eggs in incubators 
totaled 47.7 million on December 1, 2022, down 1 percent from a year ago. Domestic placements of egg-type pullet chicks for 
future hatchery supply flocks by leading breeders totaled 200 thousand during November 2022, down 2 percent from Novem-
ber 2021  

Broiler-type chicks hatched during November 2022 totaled 810 million, up 1 percent from November 2021. Eggs in incubators 
totaled 720 million on December 1, 2022, down 1 percent from a year ago.

Milk Production 

Milk production in Wisconsin during November 2022 totaled 
2.58 billion pounds, up 1 percent from the previous November. 
The average number of milk cows during November, at 
1.27 million head, was unchanged from last month but down 
6,000 from November 2021. Monthly production per cow aver-
aged 2,030 pounds, up 35 pounds from last November. 

Milk production in the 24 major States during November totaled 
17.5 billion pounds, up 1.4 percent from November 2021. Octo-
ber revised production, at 18.0 billion pounds, was up 1.3 percent 
from October 2021. The October revision represented a decrease 
of 18 million pounds or 0.1 percent from last month's preliminary 
production estimate. Production per cow in the 24 major States 
averaged 1,956 pounds for November, 17 pounds above Novem-
ber 2021.    

The number of milk cows on farms in the 24 major States was 
8.94 million head, 48,000 head more than November 2021, and 
1,000 head more than October 2022. Milk production in the Unit-
ed States during November totaled 18.3 billion pounds, up 1.3 
percent from November 2021. Production per cow in the United 
States averaged 1,937 pounds for November, 17 pounds above 
November 2021. The number of milk cows on farms in the United 
States was 9.42 million head, 38,000 head more than November 
2021, and 1,000 head more than October 2022.
