• Crop Planting Intentions 
o As of March 1, WI farmers intended to plant 3.95 million acres of corn.  This is 

unchanged from 2022. 
 U.S. corn planted acres are estimated at 92.0 million acres, up 4 percent 

from last year.  Compared with last year, planted acreage is expected to be 
up or unchanged in 40 of the 48 estimating States. 

o Soybean acres in WI are estimated at 2.30 million acres.  This is a 140,000 acre 
increase from 2022.  If realized, this would be Wisconsin’s largest planted acreage 
on record surpassing the 2.22 million acres planted in 2018. 
 U.S. soybean planted acres are estimated at 87.5 million acres, up slightly 

from last year.  Compared with last year, planted acreage is up or 
unchanged in 15 of the 29 estimating States. 

• Milk Production 
o In March 2023, WI milk production totaled 2.74 billion pounds.  This is up slightly 

from the previous March. 
o Milk production in the 24 major states totaled 18.9 billion pounds.  This is up .6 

percent from the previous year.    
o As of May 1, 2023, WI had 5,983 milk cow herds.  This is down 423 herds from 

May 2022. 
•  Prices Received 

o Milk price for February was $20.50 per cwt down $4.80 from March 2022.  The 
U.S. price for March was $21.10.   

o Corn $6.25 per bushel down 9 cents from March 2022. 
o Soybean price $14.40 per bushel down 80 cents from the previous March. 
o Alfalfa hay $162 per ton up $1 from last year.  

• Crop Progress as of May 7, 2023 
o Corn planting was 14 percent complete, 3 days ahead of last year but 5 days 

behind the average. 
o Soybean planting was 11 percent complete, 3 days ahead of last year, but 2 days 

behind the average. 
o Oats planted was at 38 percent.  Three days ahead of last year but 4 days behind 

the average.  Fourteen percent of the oat crop has emerged. 
o Potatoes are 47 percent planted, and is 1 day behind the average.  
o Topsoil moisture ratings are at 3 percent very short to short, 97 percent adequate 

to surplus. 



 

• Chickens & Eggs 
o Wisconsin egg production during March 2023 was 155 million eggs, up 3 percent 

from last year. 
o The average number of all layers on hand during March 2023 was 6.00 million, 

down 1 percent from last year. 
• Upcoming NASS Surveys  

o June Agriculture Survey 
 Collecting data from May 28 until June 13. 
 The data is used to set the planted acres for 2023.  
 Results will be released on June 30th. 

o 2022 Census of Agriculture  
 NASS is wrapping up data collection on the 2022 Census of Agriculture.  

Farmers have until the end of May to return their census forms.  If have an 
opportunity, please encourage your clients to complete the census.  As of 
May 2nd, Wisconsin ranks 2nd in response rate.  Iowa is currently ahead of 
Wisconsin. 

 We are busy reviewing and analyzing the data. NASS is scheduled to release 
the results in February 2024.

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Wisconsin had 4.2 days suitable for fieldwork for the week ending May 7, 2023, according to the USDA’s 

National Agricultural Statistics Service. Spring temperatures allowed for increased fieldwork, especially in the 

South. 

 

Topsoil moisture condition rated 0 percent very short, 3 percent short, 69 percent adequate and 28 percent 

surplus.  Subsoil moisture condition rated 0 percent very short, 2 percent short, 71 percent adequate and 

27 percent surplus. 

 

Spring tillage was reported as 40 percent complete, 4 days ahead of last year but 4 days behind the 5-year average. 

 

Corn planting was 14 percent complete, 3 days ahead of last year but 5 days behind the average.  

 

Soybean planting was 11 percent complete, 3 days ahead of last year but 2 days behind average.  

 

Thirty-eight percent of the expected oat crop has been planted, 3 days ahead of last year but 4 days behind the 

average. Fourteen percent of the oat crop has emerged, 5 days ahead of last year but 4 days behind the average.  

 

Potato planting was reported as 47 percent complete, equal to last year but 1 day behind the average.  

 

Winter wheat condition was rated 72 percent good to excellent statewide, down 2 percent from last week.  

 

All hay condition was reported 61 percent good to excellent.  

 

Pasture condition was rated 51 good to excellent, up 3 percent from last week.

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Prospective Plantings 

The Prospective Plantings report provides the first official, 
survey-based estimates of U.S. farmers' 2023 planting inten-
tions. NASS's acreage estimates are based primarily on surveys 
conducted during the first two weeks of March from a sample 
of approximately 72,900 farm operators across the United 
States with more than 2,100 from Wisconsin. Actual plantings 
will depend upon weather, economic conditions and the avail-
ability of production inputs at the time producers make their 
final planting decisions. 

Wisconsin 

Wisconsin farmers intend to plant 3.95 million acres of corn 
for all purposes in 2023. This is unchanged from 2022. 

Producers intend to plant 2.30 million acres of soybeans in 
Wisconsin this year. This is 140,000 acres higher than 2022.   
If realized, this would be a record high for the State, surpas-
sing the 2.22 million acres planted in 2018. 

Farmers in Wisconsin expect to harvest 1.03 million acres of 
all dry hay for the 2023 crop year. This is 70,000 acres below 
last year. 

Wisconsin farmers intend to plant 175,000 acres of oats for all 
purposes. This is up 35,000 acres from last year. 

Winter wheat planted area is estimated at 290,000 acres, 
down 15,000 acres from last year.  

Wisconsin farmers intend to plant 18,000 acres of barley, up 
4,000 acres from last year.

United States 

 

Corn planted area for all purposes in 2023 is estimated at 92.0 
million acres, up 4 percent or 3.42 million acres from last year. 
Compared with last year, planted acreage is expected to be up 
or unchanged in 40 of the 48 estimating States. 

Soybean planted area for 2023 is estimated at 87.5 million 
acres, up slightly from last year. Compared with last year, 
planted acreage is up or unchanged in 15 of the 29 estimating 
States. 

All wheat planted area for 2023 is estimated at 49.9 million 
acres, up 9 percent from 2022. The 2023 winter wheat planted 
area, at 37.5 million acres, is up 13 percent from last year and 
up 2 percent from the previous estimate. Of this total, about 
26.0 million acres are Hard Red Winter, 7.80 million acres are 
Soft Red Winter, and 3.71 million acres are White Winter. Area 
expected to be planted to other spring wheat for 2023 is esti-
mated at 10.6 million acres, down 2 percent from 2022. Of 
this total, about 9.95 million acres are Hard Red Spring wheat. 
Durum planted area for 2023 is expected to total 1.78 million 
acres, up 9 percent from the previous year. 
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Grain Stocks 

Wisconsin 

Corn stored in all positions in Wisconsin on March 1, 2023, 
totaled 314 million bushels, down 5 percent from March 1, 
2022. Of the total stocks, 49 percent were stored on-farm. The 
December-February 2023 indicated disappearance totaled 
101 million bushels, similar to the 101 million bushels from 
the same quarter the previous year.  

Soybeans stored in all positions in Wisconsin on March 1, 
2023, totaled 52.7 million bushels, down 4 percent from 
March 1, 2022. Of the total stocks, 27 percent were stored on-
farm. Indicated disappearance for December-February 2023 
was 36.8 million bushels, 17 percent above the 31.4 million 
bushels from the same quarter the previous year. 

 

 

United States 

Corn stocks in all positions on March 1, 2023, totaled 7.40 
billion bushels, down 5 percent from March 1, 2022. Of the 
total stocks, 4.11 billion bushels were stored on farms, up 1 
percent from a year earlier. Off-farm stocks, at 3.29 billion 
bushels, are down 10 percent from a year ago. The December 
2022 - February 2023 indicated disappearance is 3.42 billion 
bushels, compared with 3.88 billion bushels during the same 
period last year. 

Soybeans stored in all positions on March 1, 2023, totaled 
1.69 billion bushels, down 13 percent from March 1, 2022. 
Soybean stocks stored on farms are estimated at 750 million 
bushels, down slightly from a year ago. Off-farm stocks, at 936 
million bushels, are down 21 percent from last March. Indicat-
ed disappearance for the December 2022 - February 2023 
quarter totaled 1.34 billion bushels, up 11 percent from the 
same period a year earlier. 

All wheat stored in all positions on March 1, 2023, totaled 946 
million bushels, down 8 percent from a year ago. On-farm 
stocks are estimated at 227 million bushels, up 30 percent 
from last March. Off-farm stocks, at 719 million bushels, are 
down 16 percent from a year ago. The December 2022 - Feb-
ruary 2023 indicated disappearance is 366 million bushels, 5 
percent above the same period a year earlier. 

Oats stored in all positions on March 1, 2023, totaled 42.9 
million bushels, slightly below the stocks on March 1, 2022. Of 
the total stocks on hand, 17.1 million bushels were stored on 
farms, up 26 percent from a year ago. Off-farm stocks totaled 
25.8 million bushels, down 12 percent from the previous year. 
Indicated disappearance during December 2022 - February 
2023 totaled 10.8 million bushels, 13 percent below the same 
period a year ago.

The average price received by farmers for corn during Febru-
ary 2023 in Wisconsin was $6.34 per bushel.  This was 
14 cents above the January price and 50 cents above February 
2022.  

The February 2023 average price received by farmers for soy-
beans, at $14.80 per bushel, was 70 cents above the January 
price and 10 cents above the February 2022 price.  

The February average oat price per bushel, at $4.58, was 
3 cents above January but $1.64 below February 2022. 

All hay prices in Wisconsin averaged $156.00 per ton in Feb-
ruary. This was $1.00 above the January price and $1.00 
above the February 2022 price.  The February 2023 alfalfa hay 
price, at $169.00, was $6.00 above the previous month and 
$9.00 above February 2022. The average price received for 
other hay during February was $109.00 per ton. This was 
$7.00 below the January price and $20.00 below February last 
year.
